AGREEMENT RULES.

*Pronouns that follow prepositions are object pronouns: me, her, him, us, them, you


Bill threw the ball to her.

*Antecedents ending in –one, -body and thing are singular and must be referred to by the singular pronouns: he, she, it, his, her, its.


Everybody must bring his guitar.

*Remember to eliminate prepositional phrases as the subject you are agreeing with is never in a prepositional phrase.


Each of the players must bring his guitar.

 *“Either - Or,” “Neither -  Nor,” And”

When using “or” and “nor,” look at the second term to determine the antecedent the pronoun must agree with.


Neither the teacher nor the students did their



best.


Neither the students nor the teacher did his best.
